The Bowersock Mills and Power Company was established by J.D. Bowersock in Lawrence, Kansas, in 1874.  The company first 
operated as a grist mill and later distributed mechanical power to downtown Lawrence via a pulley and belt system.  The mill 
electrified in 1904 and has been providing hydroelectric power to the city since that time.  The company is still owned and 
operated by the Bowersock (now Hill) family.  The owners/operators of the plant are proud to be an integral part of the history 
of Lawrence and to have provided a continuous supply of clean renewable energy for the growth of the city for over 100 years.

Communicating on the Job Site: Annotated PDFs

Communicating instructions on a construction site with the din of power tools and heavy machinery competing to drown out 
the foreman’s voice can be a nearly insurmountable task. Though most editorial offi  ces do off er a quieter environment than a 
construction site, communicating complex instructions and corrections to authors, editors, and typesetters amid the noise of 
busy schedules, hectic work spaces, and cramped margins can be equally challenging. This session will focus on how to use PDFs 
to cut down on the chaos and enhance communication for better results. Attendees will have an opportunity to get hands-on 
experience and tips on how to use annotated PDFs to boost communication on a daily basis.

Measure Twice, Cut Once: Creating PDFs for Print Production

At present and into the foreseeable future, the PDF workfl ow will continue to be the standard for fi le delivery in both off set 
and digital printing. The two leading layout application programs in use today, Adobe InDesign and QuarkXPress 7.0, are both 
capable of exporting print-quality PDF fi les using their built-in distilling engines, but there are still guidelines and rules in layout 
preparation that must be adhered to in order to create a fi nal quality PDF fi le. An Allen Press expert will explain the steps in 
exporting PDFs from Quark and InDesign and interactively involve participants in a discussion of color space, RGB vs. CMYK, 
bitmap image resolution, fonts and font embedding, bleeds, spot colors, fl at color, prefl ight tools, and the technical basics that 
can cause problems when creating ready-for-print PDF fi les.
